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Exploration on creative teaching in English reading class of senior high school

---A case study of senior high school English compulsory Book One Unit One Life Choice
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[ Abstract] Thinking ability is one of the essential parts of English core competency, which means students’ ability
and level in logical thinking, critical thinking and creative thinking. And the most important thinking ability is creative
thinking ability and the cultivation of students’ creative thinking requires teachers to be equipped with the same ability.
