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Analysis of the current situation, problems, and countermeasures of ideological and political education for

vocational college counselors
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[ Abstract] Carrying out ideological and political education can improve students' comprehensive cultivation and
promote their all-round development. At the same time, ideological and political education is one of the nine major
responsibilities of vocational college counselors. Therefore, this article starts from analyzing the current situation and
existing problems of ideological and political education work of counselors, and proposes countermeasures and suggestions
to improve the ideological and political work of counselors. Firstly, starting from the main functions of counselors, analyze
the relationship between counselors and ideological and political education work. Then, specific opinions were given on
new ideas to enhance the ideological and political education work of counselors from the perspectives of clarifying role
positioning and innovative education. Finally, new measures to enhance the ideological and political education of
counselors were elaborated from two perspectives: organizing diversified educational activities and improving the
counselor system. This article proposes feasible countermeasures and suggestions for the ideological and political work of
counselors, providing reference for the promotion of counselor work in vocational colleges.
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
