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Research on the teaching design of junior high school English from the perspective of subject core competencies

[ Abstract] The new curriculum standards place the educational function of the curriculum at a crucial position,
emphasizing that teachers should take the cultivation of students' core competencies as an important task in the teaching
process, so as to achieve the fundamental educational goal of fostering virtue through education.

This article conducts a
detailed study around this, systematically and comprehensively expounds a series of effective methods and strategies for the
design and implementation of junior high school English classroom teaching under the subject core competencies, and
provides a powerful reference for the improvement of junior high school English teaching quality.
