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Analysis of the current situation of e-health literacy level of vocational nursing students based on practical

needs

[ Abstract] Objective To investigate the level of e-health literacy of nursing students in higher vocational colleges ,
so as to provide theoretical basis for constructing strategies to improve their e-health literacy level. Methods The Chinese
version of eHealth Literacy Scale (eHEALS) was used to investigate 242 higher vocational nursing students. Results The
average score of eHEALS for nursing students was 72.38+13.13 points. Conclusion The e-health literacy level of nursing
students needs to be improved. Diversified measures such as special training, setting up practical courses, providing online
learning resources, and building exchanges platforms can be taken to improve their e-health literacy, helping students to
fully use e-health resources and improve their health, to meet the needs of practice.
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
