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A study on the scope of confiscation for investment and real estate activities using proceeds from drug crimes

[ Abstract] Defining the scope of confiscation of illegal proceeds of drug crimes is the primary link in disposal,
and the phenomenon of investment and real estate in this way is common in practice. However, the current legal
provisions are unclear, and the theory and judicial standards are not uniform. This paper argues that the investment
methods of perpetrators should be analyzed from the perspective of types, and the scope of confiscation should be
reasonably determined in combination with the drug crime model. At the same time, it is necessary to pay attention
to the new form of investment using illegal gains and the possible problem of "profit-seeking law enforcement".

Improving the system of confiscation of illegal gains will help promote the modernization of drug crime management

from "heavy punishment and drug control" to "equal emphasis on punishment and confiscation".
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
