[ Abstract] In the contemporary era, mutual learning among civilizations and Fujian Agricultural Intangible Cultural
Heritage (FAICH) foster a symbiotic relationship of mutual prosperity.

These efforts aim to
promote the international influence of Chinese civilization and provide a “Fujian Solution” for the global advancement of
agricultural intangible cultural heritage.
