[ Abstract] The sentiment of family and country is one of the core qualities in the discipline of history and also an
important way to cultivate patriotic feelings and a sense of responsibility among teenagers.

This article, in combination with the basic
requirements of the "Compulsory Education History Curriculum Standards (2022 Edition)" and the "General Senior High
School History Curriculum Standards (2017 Edition, Revised in 2020)", and taking into account the cognitive
characteristics of students of different age groups, We attempt to establish a training system that "sets goals at different
levels by educational stage - lays a foundation through classroom teaching - exercises abilities through social practice -
promotes improvement through diverse evaluations", hoping to provide simple and practical ideas for middle school history
teachers to carry out education on patriotism and love for the country, so that patriotism and love for the country can truly
enter students' hearts and be implemented in their actions.
