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Research on the national image of New Senior English for China textbooks from the perspective of systemic

[ Abstract] Textbooks are the main carrier for shaping the national image and the practical operation of the
mainstream ideology in the educational field. This paper takes the textbook New Senior English for China (NSEC) as an
example, and analyzes the national image in the textbook discourses based on the Systemic Functional Linguistics. It is
found that the content about the national image is evenly distributed in the textbook and covers various aspects. And it
mainly constructs a positive national image from four aspects: humanities and history, science and technology, ecological
protection, and international exchange. The study of national image in textbooks is of profound significance to the
fulfillment of the educational function of the English subject and the fundamental task of cultivating morality.
